This study aims to analyze the impact of cross-border labor migration from
Myanmar on Thailand’s economic security between 2019 and 2024. The findings reveal
a continuous increase in the number of Myanmar migrant workers in Thailand, reaching
approximately 2.5 million in 2024—accounting for 86% of the total migrant workforce in
the country. These workers play a crucial role in labor-intensive sectors such as
agriculture, fisheries, construction, and services, helping to reduce production costs,
support GDP growth, and maintain competitiveness, especially among SMEs. However,
a significant number of undocumented workers remain outside the state protection
system, imposing substantial social costs on the country, including public health,
education, border security, and structural risks in the labor market. The analysis also
highlights structural vulnerabilities resulting from informal labor, particularly in fiscal
stability, healthcare systems, and essential welfare provisions. The Thai state has been
unable to effectively collect taxes and social contributions from this group, leading to
an estimated annual revenue loss of 8-10 billion baht. Moreover, the failure to regulate
migrant labor contributes to reputational risks and international pressure on Thailand
regarding human trafficking and labor rights. In conclusion, Myanmar migrant labor is
not merely an economic factor, but a structural issue interlinked with national security

in multiple dimensions.
