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This independent study is a qualitative research that aims to examine the role of
the United States in transferring military technology to Japan during the period 2009-2013
under the Pivot to Asia policy. This policy was designed to strengthen regional security
and counterbalance China's rising influence in Asia. The study also seeks to analyze the
strategic direction of U.S. foreign policy in maintaining its global leadership, emphasizing
cooperation with key allies such as Japan. The conceptual frameworks employed include
the Revolution in Military Affairs (RMA) and the theory of Soft Balancing to explain the
phenomena occurring within the international system. The research draws upon both
primary and secondary sources, including official statements by U.S. leaders, documents
from the U.S. Department of Defense, Japan’s defense white papers, reports from news
agencies, and academic publications in both Thai and English. These materials are used
to clarify the strategic motivations behind the U.S. pivot toward Asia. The findings indicate
that during this period, the United States recognized China’s rise and adjusted its foreign
policy accordingly by implementing the Pivot to Asia strategy. Japan played a critical role
in this strategy, particularly through its involvement in military technology transfers aimed
at balancing China's growing power. In contrast, China advanced its regional influence
through policies such as the Foreign Policy of Peace, The National Defense Policy, and
the Free Trade Areas Strategy. These efforts created strategic ripple effects throughout
the region and compelled the United States to deepen its involvement to preserve its
leadership in Asia and maintain its dominance in the global political system. Moreover,
this strategy reinforced the strength of existing alliances, especially with Japan. This
research serves as a valuable resource for those interested in further exploring this topic.
It opens opportunities for future studies to expand the scope across different timeframes,
regions, and theoretical perspectives to comprehensively understand the power dynamics
among the United States, Japan, and China.
