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This research used a sequential multiple - method research design. The purposes of this
research were as follows: (1) to examine the causal model and to identify significant causal variables that
could affect cultural competence and cultural care behavior among professional nurses according to the
empirical data; and (2) the effectiveness of the cultural competence enhancement program using
experiential learning on cultural care behavior among nurses who working at international hospitals in
Bangkok. This study consisted of two research phases. In the first phase, the samples consisted of four
hundred and fifty one registered nurses and proportional stratified random sampling was used. In the
second phase, the participants consisted of forty-two registered nurses and used purposive sampling. The
data were collected using a point rating scale-based questionnaire with a reliability of 0.90 to 0.96. This
study analyzed structural equation model analysis, MANCOVA and a Repeated Measure ANOVA was
applied. The results showed that the assumption of the causal relationship model fit with the empirical data
SRMR = 0.078, RMSEA = 0.072, GFI = 0.97, NFI = .97, CFI = 0.97; the proportion of chi-square devide by
degree of freedom = 3.35. The variables that had a direct effect on cultural care behavior included cultural
competence and perceived organizational support coefficients of 0.63 and 0.11. The variables with a direct
effect on cultural care behavior were cultural attitudes and the cultural experience coefficients of 0.55 and
0.14. It was found that the effectiveness of the cultural competence enhancement program on exp eriential
learning on cultural care behavior. The results found that the comparison between the mean scores and the
cultural competence scores after finishing the program and a follow-up after one month, the experimental
group scores was higher than the control group scores. However, a comparison between the mean scores of
the cultural care behavior of the experimental group were not different from that of the control group after
finishing the program, However, after one month of follow-up, it was found that the experimental group score

was higher than the control group score.
