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The purposes of the research were 1) to compare the students’ English reading and
writing abilities of Prathomsuksa 5 after being taught through ‘How to’ activities based on the
Concentrated Language Encounter Approach Model 1; 2) to study Prathomsuksa 5 students’ interest
in learning English after being taught through 'How to’ activities based on the Concentrated
Language Encounter Approach Model 1. The research sampling, cluster random sampling, were 20
Prathomsuksa 5/1 students who were studying at Klongklau School, Pakkhet, Nonthaburi province in
the second semester academic year of the 2018. One-Group Pretest Posttest Design was used in the
study. The research instruments were three lesson plans designed for ‘How to’ activities based on
the Concentrated Language Encounter Approach Model 1;the multiple-choice English reading
comprehension; English writing ability test; and questionnaires on students interest in learning
English. The statistical data were analyzed by mean (), standard deviation (S.D) percentage (%) and
t-test for Dependent Sample. The results on findings revealed that: 1) The students’ English reading
and writing abilities of the posttest was significantly higher than that of the pretest the .01 level. 2)
The students’ interest in ‘How to’ activities based on the Concentrated Language Encounter

Approach Model 1 was at a high level.
